MINUTES WILDLIFE MANAGEMENT ADVISORY COMMITTEL
May 8, 2018

At 4:00 PM the Wildlife Management Advisory Committee met at Borough
Hall, Those attending were committee members Juette, Chairman,
Michaelis, Miller, Rubino, and Wellbrock. Alsc in attendance was Joe
Nappe. No other resident of Watchung or guest were present.

The committee agreed several meetings ago that this committee waives
the format of Roberts’ Rules of Crder at all future meetings and will
conduct itself on an informal basis.

The minutes of the prior meeting of January 16, 2018 was unanimously
approved by the cther committee members.

As the first order of business, Chairman Juette distributed township
ordinance 18/06 re Wildlife Management Advisory Committee to the
committee. The stated purpcse and intent of this ordinance was
reviewed in detail. The proposed modifications to this ordinance had
been sent to the committee members one week prior to the meeting date
for review.

A discussion about the deer population and number count was initiated
but because the “Kelly Report” has not yet been received by the
Borough, there was no basis to continue the discussion. In response to
the chalrman, Ray Miller introduced the topic of alternative to non-
lethal techniques of population control and reduction. Guest Joe Nappe
participated in the discussicn. Sterilization, as one non-lethal
opticn, and the methodology were reported as a successful program, but
the restrictions required for a successiful program were many and when
applied are costly. Committee member Miller agreed to prepare a
written report as to the alternative non-lethal population control
approaches.

It was the consensus that all population field counting must be
conducted at the same time each year to validate the comparative
populaticon numbers.

Alsc discussed was the content of a workshop entitled “Managing Deer in
Suburban and Agricultural Landscapes in New Jersey. Members Rubino and
Miller attended the seminar which was held on March 19, 2018. In
particular both commented about wvariocus topics including “How to Build
& Implement and Effective Deer Management Plan”. There were points of
disagreement as to the conclusions of the two members of this
committee,

The meeting was concluded at about 5:30.
