Classes will be held at the Somerset County Emergency Services Training Academy, located at 
402 Roycefield Road in Hillsborough, Oct. 13, 15, 20, 22, 27, and  29 from 7 to 10 p.m. and 
Saturday, Oct. 24 and 31 from 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. 
 
The CERT program is free for Somerset County residents. Students who complete all modules 
will receive a CERT certificate of completion.
